After
moving to Hudson, he ran for and won a seat on the Hudson Board of
Education, where he served as president. He proudly awarded each daughter
her high school diploma. He served as the Treasurer of the Board of Akron

He enjoyed living in Hudson’s Greencrest neighborhood, where he had many
great friends. Dad was a self taught golf and tennis player whose unorthodox
techniques often vexed his opponents. He had an amazing memory, read
avidly and was a sports nut. He loved to travel and had a passion for going on
safari in Africa. 

 

After retiring to Florida, Dad served as the President of the Board of the
Barefoot Beach Condominium Association.
