After his retirement in 2000, Clancy and his family moved to Florida where he
volunteered at St. Andrews Catholic School in Cape Coral, FL, coached his
children’s softball and little league teams and later was a volunteer umpire at
several local little league baseball fields. He supported his children’s interests
in both sports and the arts, held family above all else, and loved his wife with



his whole heart. He will be deeply missed by his wife and children, and all who
knew him.
