Upon moving to Florida Tom continued
his career in the Printing 



industry, followed by a very successful career at Nabisco and enjoyed his
family and friends as well as 

 continuing to enjoy his passion for sports. He coordinated softball
tournaments, dart leagues, pool 

 tournaments, bowling leagues to name a few, as well as played in many golf
tournaments for various 

 charities. Tom was very involved in veterans programs and was an elected
member of the Executive 

 Board of The American Legion Post 90 Cape Coral. Tom was a loving father,
grandfather, and friend who 

 loved life and lived it to the fullest. Tom is survived by his four children Sherri,
Kim, Sandy, Tommy, his 7 

 grand children, great grand children, and his brother and sister.
